Financial assistance for educational
expenses (shugaku enjo) is available to
help out in difficult financial situations.
Please consult with your school.
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[} Guardians have many responsibilities

There are many notices from the
school and forms to fill out. Please ask
the teachers if you need the readings of
kanji to be written on important parts
or if there is something that you don't
understand.

In order for guardians and teachers to
discuss how students are doing at school,
there is a home visit (katei houmon) as
well as multiple parent-teacher interviews
(kojin mendan) throughout the year.

In addition, guardians have a chance to
visit the school on sports days (undoukai),
class observation days (jugyou sankan),
meetings (kondankai), etc.
