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FOREWORD

In Kanagawa, the concept of “people to people” diplomacy
was launched by Governor Kazuji Nagasu, who saw its potential
for creating a new world order based on the awareness of global
interdependence — an imperative for world peace.

KIA was founded in 1977 as a key organization to communi-
cate his belief that every single citizen is a “critical factor™ in the
development of meaningful international exchange. This new
foundation started with a fund of seven million Yen and a subsidy
from the Prefectural Government. The first task was to proceed
with a public awareness program at home and abroad, through
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personal visits and media publicity. These efforts were highly
successful, and we were encouraged when letters requesting
Japanese pen-pals began to arrive in bulk from various countries.

Charting its course through unexplored territory, the KIA
staff found itself involved in many diverse tasks, from obtaining
materials on lesser known and not easily accessable countries, to
nailing display panels to the wall. Within a limited budget, the
first series of presentations of foreign cultures was initiated.
Through these fledgling efforts, additional expertise and insight
were achieved, and many imaginative programs were created.
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Despite the prejudice and negative attitudes that were often en-
countered, the Association reached out in countless ways to
diminish the myths and misunderstandings that keep the world
bound by bias and artificial boundaries.

The ten years from the inauguration have seen considerable
developments in KIA’s programs, including the management of
an international library, home stays, refugee children relief cam-
paigns, exchange of people across the Pacific, and publication of
newsletters and booklets. Among other activities, the Exchange
Grant program has proved of particular benefit to citizens who

wish to carry out their own original projects, at a level unencum-
bered by protocol.

Since its inception, the Association’s fund has expanded to
three hundred million Yen, and its philosophy and operational
patterns have taken shape. KIA has always intended to provide
citizens with a common ground of shared interests and oppor-
tunities to contribute their time and talents for the creation of
long lasting friendships with their neighbors around the world.

We would like to ask for every individual’s support and par-
ticipation in our efforts to cope with the challenges of the future.



EXHIBITIONS
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At a very early stage, KIA started exhi-
bitions as a part of its ‘Overseas Cultural
Week’, which portrayed a featured country
through lectures, film shows, distribution of
literature, and displays of art and handicrafts.
Increased collaboration with foreign insti-
tutions and other related organizations enabled
us to expand this program over time.

In addition to these cultural presentations,
KIA annually sponsors the popular exhibition
of “World Picture Books”. We also assist
other organizations and local exhibition halls,
by supplying display materials for cultural
events.

We are particularly pleased when we can
help introduce the common aspects of daily
life in other nations, especially in the case of
lesser known countries.
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The organization by your association was very
efficient and professional and the New Zealand
Embassy and I felt as a first exhibition of paintings
in Japan much was learned that will benefit future
visiting exhibitions from our country.

The home-stay visit you organized for myself
and husband with Mr. and Mrs. Watanabe was much
appreciated also. They were gracious and considerate
of our needs and their care contributed to good
memories of Yokohama and the whole venture.

Once again, I am deeply appreciative of your
efforts on my behalf. The exhibition was another
link in international understanding something so
dear to your heart and something important to foster
in this uncertain world of ours.

We hope this program will develop to
present even broader views and interesting
stories, from which their Japanese neighbors
will learn about the diversity of culture, 1ep-
resented by the contestants.

meeting the growing number of requests
for exchange opportunities from international
visitors and foreign students studying in Japan.
Host families registered in our home stay
program have expanded to more than 100,
while approximately 150 families have been
newly solicited all over the prefecture to
assist foreign students in the community.

“A Helping Hand - 1st Edition” was pub-
lished in 1984. This is a list of those who are
willing to work for international exchange
through interpretation and translation. This
booklet has acted as an intermediary between
organizations which need the help of foreign
language speakers, and motivated citizens
with the required expertise.

Another highly regarded publication is
“Enjoying Kanagawa”, a guide book for walk-
ing tours in Kanagawa, compiled by Mr. Robert
Erickson, our first Work/Study Grantee, along
with volunteer members of KIA. The knowl-
edge of this compact book with detailed
maps has been passed down to new residents
by word of mouth.
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OTHERS

KIA constantly organizes an ecletic selec-
tion of activities to respond to needs from
various sectors. The following give an idea
of its scope.

HOME-VISITS:

One-day home-visits are a program for
busy overseas tourists to catch a glimpse of
Japanese family life. In 1984, this program was
solely commissioned to the then cosponsors,
the Yokohama International Welcome As-
sociation and the Kanagawa Prefectural Tourist
Association.

PEN-PALS:

More than 600 letters from as many as 20
countries were matched by KIA from 1978 to
1982. Since 1983, we have printed the partici-
pants addresses in the newsletters so that
readers can write to them directly.

EMIGRATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS:

In collaboration with the Japan Inter-
national Cooperation Agency, we offer coun-
seling service for those interested in emigration.
In addition to monthly orientation meetings
held on the third Tuesday, the current situation
of emigration is presented through exhibitions
and lectures on commission of the Kanagawa
Prefectural Government.

REFUGEES AID CAMPAIGN:

In 1980, KIA played a key role in a joint
fund-raising drive for refugee children in
Indo-china. The sizable amount of 23 million
yen was forwarded to the Japan Volunteer
Center to benefit refugee aid programs in
Thailand.

Exciting Possibilities

By the time you read this, there may be 10 cm of snow on the
ground, but now the sun Is out, my nelghbor’s plum trees are
blooming and It feels like spring. Perhaps we had the next four

Well, while we have It let’s enjoy it, and to help is an excellent
new gulds k, Enjoylng K: , a “selective and subjective
guide to the plentiful pleasures of the prefecture.” It was com-
piled by Robert Erickson with the assistance of the Kanagawa
Guldebook Volunteers. Robert is an English teacher/researcher,
the volunteers were his students, and the book was published by
the Kanagawa International Association, Sangyo Bocekl Center
Bl. 9F, 2 Yamashita-cho, Naka-ku, Yokohama 231, phone (045)
671-7070.

A non-profit foundation, the assoclation offers low-cost lan-
guage courses (Japanese and English) and related activities and
there Is a 10,000-volume International library. Books cannot be
taken out, but anyone Is invited to use the comfortable lounge.
The building Is next to the Silk Center and across {rom Yama-
shita Park.

Two and a half years were put Into complling the guidebook.
Emphasls Is on lesser-known places, and ones that can be
reached, or approached, by public transportation. An admirably
sensible plan was followed: “‘We are more interested In helping
tourlsts than In pleasing purlsts,” the author says in explaining
names like Sankei-en Garden. Redundant it may be (“*en” In-
dicates garden) but bolh Japanese and foreigners will know
what Is being referred to. Another essential feature for guide-
books that Is often forgotten Is kanjl. They accompany place
names in the text.

The book covers Yokohama and Kawasaki, Kamakura, the
Shonan area, Miura Peninsula, Tanzawa and Hakone. There Is
an Index. This is a well-prepared, carefully edited book. 1 do not
know why they are glving It away. You can get a copy by send-
ing a stamped (¥240), sel(-addressed envelope to the address giv-
en above. The book measures 36 x 12 x 0.5 cm so select your en-
velope accordingly. You can also join the assoclation for V2,000 a
year. This.entitles you to the newsletler which lists monthly ac-
tivities in Japanese and English. The money Is used lo enlarge
the scope of their activities, which you wlill read about at the
back of your guidebook.

Last week there was a disappointed reader who learned that
she could not buy Oil of Olay in Japan.
